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106 Phang Nga- Land of the Island Jungle.

Archaeological evidence shows that the land of Phang Nga province had been inhabited by humans for thousands of years since prehistoric time. It
includes, for example, stone tools, ceramic utensils, and color paintings on walls and under overhanging cliffs. According to evidence, the town of
Thung Tuk, Takua Pa district, Phang Nga province had been an ancient port and international trading post that prospered from the 13th to 16th
Buddhist centuries (AD 8th -11th centuries). During the Ayutthaya period, Phang Nga was made a khweang town under the Takua Pa town. In the first
reign of the Rattanakosin (Bangkok) era, it was upgraded to the same level as Takua Pa and Takua Thung. In the second reign, when Burma attacked
Takua Pa, Takua Thung, and Thalang, there was an exodus to the Kra Phu Nga sub-district around Phang Nga estuary. The location came to be named
Phu Nga subjected to the city of Nakon Si Thammarat. The name was later corrupted to Phang Nga. In the third reign, Phang Nga, Takua Pa, and
Takua Thung were placed under Bangkok. In the fifth reign, Takua Pa was collapsed to merge with Phang Nga, with Phang Nga later upgraded to
provinciality in the sixth reign. The most prosperous period, however, was during the fifth reign, due to the booming tin mining industry of Phang Nga.
The end of the mining era saw Phang Nga returning to a peaceful town, before rising again to a new-found fame as a gala travel destination of sun,
sand, and sea. It is especially famed for a mass of islands, outcrops, monoliths, cliffs, and breathtaking scenery dotting the coastal seashore of the

Andaman Sea. Its so-called Land of the Island Junglei is well deserved. It also has one of the most fertile mangrove forests in Thailand.

107 & Ao Phang Nga Marine National Park

Visitors have options of cruising or sea-kayaking in the Phang Nga bay (Ao Phang Nga), observing a fertile mangrove forest, and admiring the scenic
landscape of limestone rock formations of various size and shapes. Locations of uncommon interest include a floating sea village of Panyi Island, Tapu
Island, Khao Ping Kan Island, and prehistoric rock painting on Khao Khian.
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Tha Pom Peat Swamp Forest, Song Nam Canal

The Tha Pom peat swamp forest is a source of several beautiful streams, which originate from the Chong Phra Kaeo pond. The freshwater is so
crystal-clear that the bottom and submerged tree roots are plainly visible. The meandering water flows on to meet with the mangrove forest and
seawater, hence its name Song Nam Canal, or Canal of Two Waters. The nature trail provided in the swamp affords nature lovers a chance to observe
and learn about the flora and fauna, and to enjoy nature at its best.
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108 Similan Islands Marine National Park

Similan Islands are comprised of 9 major Islands. (The wordl  Similant is Malay, meaning 1 ninel ) Thelslands have been praised for
incomparable scenic beauty both above and under the sea, a proof of the richness of natural providence in the waters and Island. It is a diversl
paradise both for shallow and deep waters, boasting spectacular corals of many kinds, and colorful and rare fishes, e.g. Manla Ray, Whale Shark,

Dolphin, Moray Eel, and Clown fishes.
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Khao Lak-Lamru Marine National Park

The park area is an extensive mountain rang of continuous peaks, carpeted with wet evergreen forest that source and drainage areas of the Phang nga
and Takua Pa rivers. The park is an habitat of richly-diverse wildlife species including tapir, tiger, serow, monkey, langur, great argus pheasant,
hornbill, woodpecker, bulbul, and hill myna. Its popular tourist attraction is Namtok Lamru (Lamru waterfall), a 5-tiered medium-sized fall with

year-round running water.

Ranong-Gateway to The Andaman
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111 Ranong had been inhabited by man at laest since the early historic time. Archaeologicle evidence shows ancient communities with names like
Phukhao Thong, Bang Wa, and Khuan Bangro, which are trading posts where locals and foreign merchants from arriving vessels carry on commercial

transactions.

During the Ayutthaya period, Ranong is a small seaside hamlet under Chumphon, belonging in the third class of provincial goverments. In the fourth
reign of Bangkok, it was placed in the fourth class under control of Bangkok. In the fifth reign, it achieved an autonomous status, later upgraded to
provinciality. The town of Tra, previously of equal status as Ranong under Chumphon, was changed into an amphoe (district), called Kra Buri district,
and transferred under Ranong province. It has been so ever since. Ranong province come first on the southern route along the Andaman sea coast,
henceits moniker 1 Gateway to the Andaman.i In the past, the seaside town was another chief source of tin. It is conjectured that the name
Ranong was corrupted frome Rae Nong (mother lode). Today Ranong has many tourist attractions all lovers of nature and tranquility will find agreeable.

Its sea is plentiful of marine treasure and dotted profusely with big and small islands. The land is lush with the greenery of virgin forest.
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112 Rattana Rangsan Throne Hall (Replica)

Rattana Rangsan Throne Hall was built by Ranong Governor Phraya Rattana Setthi as a reception residence for the visiting of King Chulalongkorn (King
Rama V) in BE 2433 (AD 1890). It was later used also to welcome the King of the sixth and seventh reigns. In BE 2507 (AD 1964), It was dismantled
and replaced with the city hall of the present day. In BE 2545 (AD 2002), Ranong authorities built a replica of Rattana Rangsan Throne Hall on a plot

near its former spot to commemorate the royal visits and accommodation of the Kings.
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Prehistoric Paintings at Bae Na Mountain

Apart from the breathtaking sea and beaches, the Hat Chao Mai Marine National Park has another interesting attraction-prehistoric paintings at Bae Na

Mountain, dating back several thousand years ago. The evidence confirms Trang as another ancient settlement for earliest people.
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ThungTukT lInternational Trading post on the Maritime Silk Route

The ThungTuk (or Mueang Thong) archaeological site, KoKhao sub-district, Takua Pa distric, Phang-Nga province is an international part and trading

post on the 1 Maritime Silk Routel , liking world trade between the West and the East. As a major crossroad of ancient international commercial
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traffic nestled in a clam bay, ThungTuk occupies a strategic position on the transpeninsular route between the Andaman coast and the Gulf of Thailand
coast. This so-called Takua Pa-Ao Ban Don Route evidently flourished during the Sri Vijayaempire.

The Fine Arts Department did an excavation at the ThungTuk archaeological site and found the ruins of as many as 8 an ancient structure and a large
lot of ancient artifacts, whose estimated age ranges from the 13th-16th centuries BE(8th -11th centuries CE). They are Persion and Chinese ceramics,
glassware from the Middle East, colored stone and glass beads, perfume glass bottles, and gold ornaments, all of which certainly are pricey or luxury
items of hight quality. The discoveries confirm that the port was once clearly a big, flourishing port no the worldl s sea trade route. There are also
other discoveries including Buddha images, ceramic votive tablets, and deva iconic figures, which shows that this part flourished under Buddhist and
Hindu influences.

Arab, Persian, Indian and Chinese merchants chose ThungTuk as their trading post and settlement because of its location and natural environment that
provide ideal shelter for mooring ships away from storms, its rich natural resources, accessibility and proximity to the big open sea. Its location on the
Takua Pa estuary also commands a spot that both inbound and outbound river boats are bound to pass all the time. The port in further supported by
inland trans peninsular route that are more convenient than in other zones of the isthmus.

ThungTuk probably flourished during the Sri Vijaya period, know as Takola. It must have been under the control of the Sri Vijayaempire for a long
period, but for lack of evidence, the cause of its decline has yet to be determined. Perhaps there was a war or it was invaded enemies in late Sri Vajaya
times or a changeover of shipping route from overland transpebinsular transfer to the preferred circumvention of the Malay Peninsula in later times.
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Southern Transpeninsular Route

Based on archaeologistsT studies, transpeninsular route in the Souther Region linking the Andaman coast and the Gulf of Thailand coast are many
in number, with some of the important ones as follows:

1. Pak Chan 1 KhoSamkaewRouteFrom the Kraburi estuary, Ranong to KhaoSamkaeo, Chumphon.

2. Takua Pa 1 Ao Ban Don Route From the ancient Port of ThungTuk, Takua Pa district, PhangNga province, saliting on the Takua Pa River, walking
over KhaoSak (Mountain Sok), sailing anongKhlongPhanom, PhumDuang River, arriving at Ao Ban Don.

3. Park Khlong Laol Ao Ban Don Route (or Pak Phanom Route) Sailing from Pak Khlong Lao, AolLuk district, Krabi province, walking overland
through Khao To to Ban Pak Phanom, sailing along KhlongPhanom, PhumDuang River, arriving at Ao Ban Don.

4. KhIongPakasaIT Ao Ban Don Sailing from KhlongPakasai, MueangKrabi district, Krabi province, to Khaol Sin Pun, Tapi River, and Ao Ban Don.
5.Khlong Thom 1 Ao Ban Don Route Sailing from KhuanLukpad, Khlong Thom district, along Khlong Sin pun, Tapi River, to Ao Ban Don.

Although there are several transpeninsular routes, Its is belived that the Takua Pa 7 Ao Ban Don Route is probably the most important route. There
is overwhelming evidence supporting this belief: Contemporary ports are found on both coasts. On the Andaman is the post of ThungTuk on

KoKhoKhao. On the Gulf of Thailand coast is the port of Laem Pho in Ao Ban Don. Archaeological excavations unearthed similar ancient artifacts,
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showing that close trade relations between them existed at the sometime.

In addition, along the ThunkTuk T Ao Ban Don Route are found archaeological sites or heritage sites that exist contemporarily at intervals
throughout the route. They are, for example, KhaoPhraNoe, Takua Pa district, KhaoPhraNarai, Lapong district, PhangNga province, KhuanPhunPhin,
Khao Sri Vujaya, Phunphin district, and Laem Pho, Chaiya district, SuratThani province. About the late 17th century BE (12th century CE), navigation
and ship-building technology had advanced considerably, leading to heavier traffic on shipping lanes in the Strait of Malacca at the tip of the Malay
Peninsula. The new development gave rise to the burgeoning of important ports around the tip of the Malay Peninsula and on Sumatra Island instead.
The former trading posts in the middle (isthmus) section of the peninsula on both the Andaman coast and the Gulf of Thailand coast gradually therefore

lost its importance, before finally being deserted.
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Ancient Ports in the Andaman

The facts of being located on the worldl s Sea Silk Route, and midway on shipping lanes between China and Indian whose civilization trade with
each other had flourished for thousands of years make it necessary for their maritime shipping and trade to have recourse to Thailandl s southern
peninsular as their shortcut pass. Early ports in the Andaman began with barter trade and cultural exchange, including settlement by voyagers or
merchants from the outside world, particularly from India during earliest periods. These alien settlers were later assimilated into the local population.
On the Andaman lands are discovered several archaeological sites believed to have been international ports or trading posts. The most important of
these ancient outposts include, for examply,

- KhuanLukpad archaeological site, Khlong Thom district, Krabi province.

- Phukhao Thong archaeological site, Suk Samran district, Ranong province.

- ThungTuk (or Mueang Thong) archaeological site, Takua Pa district, PhangNga province.

These ports were in openation between the 6th 1 16th centuries BE (1stT 11th centuries CE).
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KhuanLukpad 1 Thailandl s Big Source of bead Production
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211 KhuanLukpad archaeological site, Khlong Thom district, Krabi province is another ancient trading post of the Andaman. It traverses the overland
transpeninsular route Khlong Thom 1 Ao Ban Don. Archaeological evidence confirms trade relation with overseas lands from the 6th century BE (1st

century CE)

The outstanding feature of this site is the discovery of a big quantity of ancient beads, whose sheer size qualifies it as one of Thailandl s biggest
archaeological site of dead manufacture. One type of the outstanding beads is face beads which resemble the sun face. Its hues and patterns are
similar to Roman beads. Other the Graeco-Roman Empire, Persia and India. These articles of evidence confirm this ancient port as an international

trading post of significance.
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Chao Le...The Sea Gypsies.

Chao Le of the Malayo-Polynesian ethnic group ,who live a nomadic life along islands and beaches. They subsist on coastal fishing in shallow waters
ranging from Burma, Thailand , Malaysia, to Indonesia. Chao Le are known by many names depending on where the name arises. They include Chao
Le (People of the Sea, or Sea Gypsies), Chao Nam (Water People), Thai Mai (New Thai) Sea Dyak, Sea Gypsy, Orang Selat (Straits People), and orang
Laut (Sea People).

These people have somewhat small stature, dark complexion, black eyes, and curly or afro-hair. Possessing the uncanny wisdom .They have an ability
to dive to great depths in search of sea cucumber and shellfish, can spear fishes well, and catch lobsters with bare hands. They are also well-versed in
folk herbal medicine.
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Mangrove Forest
Frequently located in muddy coastal areas, particularly in estuarine environment, a mangrove forest acts as an intermediary ecological system linking
the land and the sea, which invariably transforms into a unique system of great biodiversity.

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Coral Reefs

Found only in tropical or sub-tropical sea where water temperature is not less than 18 degrees Celsius, the eco-system of coral reefs shows a highly
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complex development in terms of a food chain.
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407 Sea grass

Found in coastal areas or semi-enclosed bays with calm sea, Sea grass was formerly land vegetation, gradually adapting itself to underwater

conditions.
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409 (Beach Forest)

This type of forest acts as a cushion between the sea and inland. Its location is just far enough to avoid seawater flooding. Vegetation in the area so

adapts itself as to withstand strong wind and develop resistance to the saltiness of sea air. They also have good drought resistance.
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411 (Tropical Rainforest)

A tropical rainforest has a dense tangle of vegetation ranging in layers from emergent and canopy to understory and forest floor, under the year-round
conditions of high rainfall, temperature and humidity. The majority of trees in Andaman rainforests are of the family Dipterocarpaceae (including
Dipterocarps and Hopeas), which have vertically-straight, tall trunks, in addition to a huge number of medium and small trees, all competing for
sunlight.Climbers and climbing plants carpet the forest floor, with vines, lianas, ferns and moss dangling from or covering the trunks and branches of

trees.
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412 Diversity of Plant Species

Plant species found almost exclusively in mangrove forest habitats are distinct from other plant species, and roughly divided into land species and
marine plants.

1 4 The major land species are in the families of Rhizophoaceae (red mangrove), Acanthaceae (black mangrove), and Lythraceae (mangrove apple).
1 4 The marine plants for example algae are found on the stems and roofs of mangrove plants. Other kinds grow on muddy sediments, rocks, shells,

or even shedded, rotting leaves.
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413 Diversity of Animal Species

Animals and plants that thrive in mangrove forest environments are often different from those in other ecosystems due to the reason that these
biological species need to adjust themselves to a marine Eco zone that is affected by ebb and flow tides, and the constantly-changing saline

conditions of waters.
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508 King Chulalongkorn

In 1872, the newly-crowned, teenage King embarked on a series of regional and overseas tours in preparation for taking over the Royal duty of national
administration upon reaching the legal age. He visited India and toured the western coastal cities of Phuket, Phang Nga, and Saiburi on the return trip
for a close inspection and observation of the subjectsT living conditions. From Saiburi, he took an overland trip over the Malay Peninsula from
Saiburi to Songkhla in order to sail for Bangkok.

In 1872, the towns of Pak Lao, Khlong Phon, and pakasai were merged to create the city of Krabi.

In 1890, King Chulalongkorn took an inspection tour of the Malay peninsular coasts of the country, via the itinerary of the following stops: Bangkok‘l:
Samut Prakan 1 Chumphon 1 Ranong 1 Phuket 1 Phang Nga 1 Krabi 1 Trang 1 Tarutao island 1 Langkawi island 1
Penang 1 Malaka 1 Singapore _ Pahang _ Trengganu _ Kelantan 1 Songkhla 7 Ang Thong archipelago 1 Samui island 1

Pha-ngan island 1 Chumphon 1 Samut Prakan 1 Bangkok. The entire trip took the King two full months to complete (from16 April to 15 June).
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King Vajiravudh

In 1909, as the Crom prince of Siam, King Vajiravudh made an inspection tour of southern cities T Chumphon, Ranong, Phang Nga, Phuket, Krabi,
Trang, and Nakhon Si Thammarat.

In 1915, during the outbreak of World War |, King Vajiravudh, fearing that the town Kantang, on account of its location, might risk being attacked by
enemies, in addition to the ongoing affliction of cholera-endemic areas, ordered the townl s relocation to Thap Thiang sub-district, which is the
present location of the city of Trang.

In 1917, King Vajiravudh visited southern cities on the western coast as part of the inspection tour of the coastal Phuket Monthon. In 1925, Satun was
tranaferred from the Phuket Monthhon administration to the Nakhon Si Thammarat Monthon for reason of greater transportation convenience.

King Vajiravudh (when being the Crown Prince) paid a visit to southern cities in 1909.
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
